Please read and understand all instructions before beginning the installation of the JK REAR FENDERS.  
Please read the terms and policies on the back of these instructions.  
 
The JKTRF  Tube Rear Fenders are designed to fit the following Jeep® vehicles: 2007 to Current JK Wranglers  
 2 Door and 4 Door Models.    
 

BEFORE STARTING AND AFTER FENDERS HAVE FINAL PAINT OR POWDER COATING 
YOU MUST CLEAN AND WIPE CLEAN THE UNDERSIDE OF THE FENDER WHERE THE 
TUBE AND THE TOP SKIN MEET AND ALSO WHERE THE TOP SKIN AND THE MOUNT-
ING SIDE PLATE MEET. THEN SILICONE THE ENTIRE SEAMS TO PREVENT OXIDA-
TION. (SEE PICTURE A & B)

STEP 1:      With the Jeep® on flat level ground, apply the parking brake. 
 
STEP 2:     Drill out 6 plastic rivets on the under side of the plastic fender using a 1/4ò   
                   drill bit.( see picture 1) 
 
STEP 3:      Remove drilled out plastic buttons using pliers or body shop panel tool   
                   available at auto part stores.( see picture 2).   
 
STEP 4:      Remove flat head push in plastic buttons from the wheel well skirt using  
                    needle pliers or body shop panel tool available at auto part stores.  
                    ( see figures 3).   
 

STEP 5:     Pry apart outer fender skin from the inner fender skin apart. (see figure 4,5) 
 

STEP 6:     Use needle nose pliers or body shop panel tool available at auto part  
                   stores to squeeze the plastic T keeper and pull plastic   
                   fender away from the body quarter panel (see picture 6,7&8) and remove  
                   entire plastic fender. 
 
STEP 7:    Place the Mountain Off Road fender in place temporarily by bolting through  
                  the two top center holes using 2 each 5/16 x 3/4ò bolts and nuts. Making  
                  sure the all the holes are lining up mark the bottom rear hole (see picture 9)  
                  for drilling a 3/8ò hole. 
 
 
STEP 8:  After removing fender, drill the 3/8ò hole you marked in step 7 (see picture 9).  
                It should be the pinch welded area of the body. 
 
STEP 9:   Steps 9 thru 12 is for installation of the crimp nuts: Being careful not to  
                 oval or oversize the hole, drill 17/32 hole in factory holes as shown in picture  
                 9 &10 (8 holes).  
 
STEP 10: Using supplied 5/16ò crimp nut, 3/8 nut, 2 each 5/16 flat washers, a 9/16  
                 wrench and a 1/2ò wrench (see picture 11). Slide these items over the 5/16ò  
                 x 3/4ò bolt in this order, 5/16 flat washer, 3/8 nut, 5/16ò flat washer, and then  
                 screw on the 5/16ò crimp nut finger tight. (see picture 11,12 &13). 
 
STEP 11: Push in the crimp nut assembly into the 17/32 drilled holes. (see picture 
14&15)   
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
